	Resources needed

· www.myfarmfood.co.uk
· Large outline of the UK
· Large sheets of paper 
· Glue sticks
· Collage materials - tissue paper, paint, pens, glitter, natural materials, felt, etc
· Whiteboards and pens
· Map books

	

	Introduction

· Split the class into pairs.
· Ask each pair to discuss what they know about animals reared on farms in the UK.
· Each pair should write their key thoughts on a whiteboard.
· Follow with a whole class discussion about the key points.
· Write a list on the board of the children’s key ideas
· Which animals are reared in the UK?

· Where are animals reared across the UK?

· Why are different animals reared?
· What do these animals provide us with?

	


	Main Activity
· Access www.myfarmfood.co.uk and look in the farming section at the UK map.
· Discuss what the children can see on the map

· How is farming distributed around the UK?

· Which type of farming is most common?
· Which type of farming occurs in our local area?
· What food products are created through the different animals reared?

· Explain to the children that they are going to create a large collage to show which farm animals are reared in the UK and the food products created as a result.
· Brainstorm how the collage could be created and the materials needed:
· How will the map be drawn?
· Which types of animals will be seen on the map?
· What collage materials will you use?
· What food products will be shown?
· How will the products be represented?

· Teachers to choose from one of the following options:

· Whole class collage
· Small group collages
· Individual collages

· Choose the option that suits your children and the amount of collage materials available.
· Allow the children time to collect and sort their collage materials.
· Either provide a ready drawn map of the UK or support the children in drawing their maps.
· Discuss which animals the children are creating and the materials used. 
· Discuss the products represented on the map.

	

	Plenary

· Show the collages created by the children and review what the maps show.
· Discuss the materials used. 

· Discuss the food products represented and which animals were needed to produce them.

	

	Differentiation
Option of drawing own maps or using ready drawn maps.

	

	Display/Homework
Display – Use the maps to show which animals are reared in the UK and the food products produced as a result.  Take photographs of local products and add them to the display.
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
